well as the property of TMR and third
parties.

8.1.6. If the Counterparty engages in the

10.3.8. An authorized person to sign an
electronic document on behalf of a Party may
be a sole executive body or an employee who
has duly executed authority to sign documents
specified in clause 10.3.3. of this Code. The
counterparty guarantees that the persons who
signed the ES documents on his part have the
proper authority to do so.

10.3.9. Each of the Parties is responsible for
ensuring the confidentiality of the ES keys,
preventing the use of keys belonging to it
without its consent. If the certificate of the
electronic signature verification key does not
specify an authority or an individual acting on
behalf of the Party when signing an electronic
document, then in each case of receipt of the
signed electronic document, the receiving
Party proceeds in good faith from the fact that
the document is signed on behalf of the
sending Party by a proper person acting within
his authority.

11. UNILATERAL REFUSAL TO PERFORM

11.1. Unless otherwise agreed by the Parties
to the Contract, TMR has the right to
unilaterally withdraw from the performance of
the Contract at any time by notifying the
Counterparty in writing, at least 10 (ten)
working days before the expected date of
termination of the Contract.

11.2. If, under the terms of the concluded
Contract, TMR made an advance payment, the
Counterparty is obliged to refund the funds
paid, minus the documented expenses
incurred by the Counterparty for the purpose of
executing the Contract, within 10 (ten) working
days from the date of receipt of the notice of
unilateral refusal to execute the Contract,
minus the documented expenses incurred by
the Counterparty for the purpose of executing
the Contract before the date of receipt of the
notice of unilateral refusal to execute the
Contract.

11.3. All amounts under the Contract,
depending on what is applicable: the amount of
prepayment, the amount of documented
expenses, fines, penalties, penalties, etc., are
fixed by the Parties in the reconciliation report
under the Contract, which the Parties
undertake to agree and sign within 5 (five)
working days from the date of receipt of the
notification of unilateral refusal.
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
